	the joining of a male and female sex cell to create a new life

	gestation
	the period of time that a foetus develops in its mother’s womb

	embryo
	the earliest stage of development after fertilisation

	foetus
	an unborn baby growing inside the mother’s womb

	sperm cells
	the male sex cells that are produced in the testes

	egg cells
	the female sex cells that develop in the ovaries

	sexual reproduction
	a process of making non-identical offspring which requires two parents

	asexual reproduction
	the production of identical offspring from only one parent

	stamen
	the male parts of the flowering plant (anther and filament)

	anther
	contains the pollen

	filament
	holds up the anther

	pistil
	the female part of the flowering plant (stigma, style and ovary)

	stigma
	sticky part of the style to catch the pollen

	style
	a tube from the stigma to the ovary

	ovary
	contains the ovules

	ovule
	the female sex cell found in the ovary of the plants

	clone
	a plant or animal that was produced asexually and is identical to its parent

	parent plant
	the plant from which offspring are grown
