	There were some limits to what could be achieved in 2020-21 in relation to sports clubs due to Covid restrictions that were in place. However, clubs were held at lunchtime and after school in bubbles as soon as guidance was updated. After school clubs continue to change every half term to ensure a full range of sports to capture the imagination of others. 

Videos were provided by Go4It Sports during lockdown to provide ideas for sporting activities that could be achieved at home during lockdown with minimal resources. This meant children and families were still able to get involved in physical activity. 

Summerseat Stars trained to support introduction of playground games – this was restricted to bubbles and ‘Summerseat Stars’ will roll over into 2021-22 so they can achieve their goals. 

Every class took part in Forest School for the first time this year. This was supplemented by a Forest School after school club. Engagement in this was good and pupil voice was positive.  

Forest School training completed, portfolios submitted and awaiting validation. All training complete.

Sports engagement has been a focus for social media and staff CPD. All staff know how important this is and the priority placed on it through school. 

Additional time was allocated to sports on return i.e. Cricket Sessions in addition to PE lessons, additional swimming to ensure children met the swimming standard, Forest School sessions for all classes, Relax Kids opportunities, bikeability and ‘Tots on Tyres’. Engagement with sports was given priority. 

Sporting achievement board created within the main school hall to celebrate achievement and raise profile. Achievements also communicated on Twitter.
